8.9 Prices quoted by the bidder shall remain fixed during the entire period of contract and shall not be
subject to variation on any account. A bid submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as
non - responsive and rejected.

16. Patent Right & IPR Laws:

16.1  The supplier shall indemnify the purchaser against all third party claims of infringement of Patent,
Trademar k or I ndustrial Design Rights arising from the
country. The ve ndor should be sure about his claim on the ownership of technology and total
compensation in the event of a claim should be paid to the buyer in case of patent infringement.

17. Right to Information Act.2005

17.1 The tenderer may indicate if any informatio n in his tender includes information of commercial
confidence, trade secrets or intellectual property, the disclosure of which would harm the competitive
position of your company.

18. Format and Signing of Bid

19.5 If a tender, received in a cover without any superscription about its contents, is opened by any
official re ceiving it, he shall himself mark on the cover the tender number and the date of its receipt and

the date of its opening and shall sign it and cause it to be delivered to the Purchase Officer before the
opening date.

For purposes of this clause, a substantive responsive bid is one, which

conforms to all terms and condition of the bidding documents without material deviations, reservations or

omissions. A material dev iation, reservation or omission is one that:

30.1 The Purchaser shall examine the Bid to confirm that all terms and conditions specified in the GCC
and the SCC have been accepted by the Bidder without any material deviation or reservation including the
terms & condit ions mentioned in  Chapter dlll (i.e. Instructions to Bidders and submission of quotation
etc. and Terms & Conditions).

30.2 Prior to the detailed evaluation, the Purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of
each bid to the Bid Document as mentioned at Clause No. 27 (Responsiveness of Bids)
Deviations from or objections or reservations to critical provisions such as those concerning Bid Security/
Performance Security, Warranty, Force Majeure, Applicable Law and Taxes & Duties will be deemed to be a
material deviation. The Purchaser's determination of a bid's responsiveness is to be based on the contents

of the bid itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence.

30.3 The Purchaser shal | evaluate the technical aspects of the Bid submitted in accordance with ITB
Clause No. 11 , to confirm that all requirements specified in Schedule of Requirement of the Bidding

30.4 If, after the examination of the terms and conditions and the technical evaluation with respect to the

31. Evaluation & Comparison of Bids

31.1 Conversion to Single Currency: - To facilitate evaluation and comparison, the Purchaser will convert

all bid prices expressed in the amounts in various currencies in which the bi d prices are payable to Indian
Rupees at the selling exchange rate established by any bank in India as notified in the Newspapers on the

date of bid opening in the case of single part bidding and the rates prevalent on the date of opening of Price

bids in case of two -part bidding. For this purpose, exchange rate notified in www.xe.com or www.rbi.org or
any other website could also be used by the purchaser.

31.2 For the bids surviving the techn ical evaluation which have been found to be substantially responsive
shall be evaluated and compared.

31.3 To evaluate a Bid, the Purchaser shall only use all the factors, methodologies and criteria defined
below. No other criteria or methodology shall be permitted.
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31.4 PROCESS OF EVALUATION (BETWEEN INR QUOTE & FOREIGN CURRENCY QUOTE): -

(a) The bids shall be evaluated on the basis of final landing cost which shall be arrived as under. The

31.5 PROCESS OF EVAUATION (BETWEEN INR QUOTE & FOREIGN CURRENCY QUQOTE): -
31.5.1 The comparison between the indigenous and the foreign offers shall be made on FOR destination

basis i.e., F.O.R CSIR -IICB, Stores, Kolkata and CIF/CIP basis of the foreign currency quote respectively.

However, the CIF/CIP prices quoted by any foreign bidd er shall be loaded further as under:
a) Towards customs duty and other statutory levies das per applicable rates.

31.6 PROCESS OF EVALUATION: (BETWEEN TWO OR MORE FOREIGN CURRENCY QUOTE): -

In the purchase of many items against one tender, which are not inter -dependent or where
compatibility is not a problem the comparison would be done on FOB/FCA price + 5 (five ) year s
comprehensive  onsite warranty to facilitate the proper cost comparison of technically suitable
foreign currency bids . This evaluation would be followed while comparing two or more foreign

currency quotes. Thus the (FOB/FCA prices) + 5 (five) year s comprehensive onsite warranty would
be taken into consideration while finali zing the technically suitable lowest quoting firm. All the

bidding firms should ensure that their FOB/FCA price should have packing, forwarding, internal
freight, insurance charges mentioned so as to make it a technically responsive quote. The CIF/CIP
prices quoted in such cases only act as an estimate and would not be taken for comparison of two or

more foreign currency quotes. The Annual Maintenance Charges would also not be the basis of
evaluation . The Annual Maintenance charge would only be an estimate so that CSIR  -1ICB can take a
decision at a future date whether it wants to enter into an AMC for the particular equipment at the

(i) Performance or supervision of the on -site assembly and/or start -up of the supplied
Goods;

(i) Furnishing of tools required for assembly and/or maintenance of the supplied Goods;

(i) Furnishing of detailed operations and maintenance manual for each appropriate unit of
supplied Goods;

(iv) Performance or super vision or maintenance and/or repair of the supplied Goods, for a
period of time agreed by the parties, provided that this service shall not relieve the
Supplier of any warranty obligations under this Contract; and

(v) Training of the Purchaser's personnel, at the Supplier's plant and/or on -site, in assembly,
start -up, operation, maintenance and/or repair of the supplied Goods.

GCC 20. Spare Parts

The Supplier shall be required to provide any or all of the following materials, naotifications, and
information pertaining to spare parts manufactured or distributed by the Supplier:

(i) Such spare parts as the Purchaser may elect to purchase from the Supplier, providing that
this election shall not relieve the Supplier of any warranty obligations under the Contract ; and

(i) In the event of termination of production of the spare parts:

(a) Advance notification to the Purchaser of the pending termination, in sufficient time to
permit the Purchaser to procure needed requirements; and

(b) Following such termination, furnishing at no cost to the Purchaser, the blueprints,
drawings and specifications of the spare parts, if requested.

GCC 21. Warranty

(v) Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, within a reasonable period of time,
expeditiously re pair or replace the defective Goods or parts thereof, at no cost to the Purchaser.

(vi) If having been notified, the Supplier fails to remedy the defect within a reasonable period of

time, the Purchaser may proceed to take within a reasonable period such r emedial action as may

be necessary, at the Supplierds risk and expense an
the Purchaser may have against the Supplier under the Contract.

(vii) Goods requiring warranty replacements must be replaced on free of c ost basis to the
purchaser.

GCC 22. Terms of Payment

(i) The method and conditions of payment to be made to the Supplier under this Contract shall be
as specified in the SCC.

(i) The Supplier's request(s) for payment shall be made to the Purchaser in writ ing, accompanied
by an invoice describing, as appropriate, the Goods delivered and the Services performed, and by
documents, submitted pursuant to Delivery and document Clause of the GCC and upon
fulfilment of other obligations stipulated in the contract.

(i) Payment shall be made in currency as indicated in the contract.

(iv) Agency Commission as specified in the SCC will be paid to the Indian Agent of the Supplier in
Indian Rupees only.

(v) No outright advance payments will be made to the firms. Any a dvance will be against a bank
guarantee of equivalent value.

(v) Please see our payment terms as mentioned in Chapter No. Il (ITB).

GCC 23. Change Orders and Contract Amendments.

(i) The Purchaser may at any time, by written order given to the Supplier pursuant to Clause on
Notices of the GCC make changes within the general scope of the Contract in any one or more of
the following:

(a) Drawings, designs, or specifications, where Goods to be furnished under the Contract are
to be specifically man ufactured for the Purchaser;

(b) The method of shipping or packing;
(c) The place of delivery; and/or
(d) The Services to be provided by the Supplier.
(e) The delivery schedule.
(i) If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for, the

Supplier's performance of any provisions under the Contract, an equitable adjustment shall be
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made in the Contract Price or delivery schedule, or both, and the Contract shall accordingly be
amended. Any claims by the Supplier for ad] ustment under this clause must be asserted within
fifteen (15) days from the date of the Supplier's receipt of the Purchaser's change order.

(iif) No variation or modification in the terms of the contract shall be made except by written
amendment signed by the patrties.

GCC 24. Assignment

The Supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the Contract,
except with the Purchaser's prior written consent.

GCC 25. Extension of time

() Delivery of the Goods and performance of t he Services shall be made by the Supplier in
accordance with the time schedule specified by the Purchaser.

(i) If at any time during performance of the Contract, the Supplier or its sub -contractor(s) should
encounter conditions impeding timely delivery of the Goods and performance of Services, the

or without penalty, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of

(iif) Except as provided under the Force Majeure clause of the GCC, a delay by the Supplier in the
performance of its delivery obligations shall render the Supplier liable to the imposition of penalty
pursuant to Penalty Clause of the GCC unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to
above clause with out the application of penalty clause.

GCC 26. Penalty clause

(during the life cycle of the equipment).

Vi) In case itis proved that  the Purchase Order of CSIR -lICB has been sub -letted to some other

vendor.

GCC 29. Force Majeure

(i) Notwithstanding the provisions of GCC Clauses relating to extension of time, penalty and
Termination for Default the Supplier shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security,
liquidated damages or termination for default, if and to the extent that, its delay in performance

or other failure to perform its obliga tions under the Contract is the result of an event of Force

Unless otherwise
directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perf orm its obligations under
the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for
performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event.

(iv) If the performance in whole or in part or any obligations under the con tract is prevented or
delayed by any reason of force majeure for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may at its
option terminate the contract without any financial repercussions on either side.

GCC 30. Termination for Insolvency

(i) If, after twenty -one (21) days, the parties have fa iled to resolve their dispute or difference by
such mutual consultation, then either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to the other

party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as to the matter in
dispute, and no arb itration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is
given. Any dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of intention to commence arbitration

has been given in accordance with this Clause shall be finally settled by arbitrati on. Arbitration
may be commenced prior to or after delivery of the Goods under the Contract.
